The “Six Ancient Kilns of Japan” is a collective term
for six representative ceramic production areas
(Echizen, Seto, Tokoname, Shigaraki, Tamba, and
Bizen) that have continued to produce porcelain from
the Middle Ages to the present day. The area was
named by ancient ceramics researcher Fujio Koyama
around 1948, and was designated a Japan Heritage
Site in the spring of 2017.

Arimatsu was born when 8 people from Agui,
including Shokuro settled there when Owari
clan issued a letter of recruitment for settlers in
1608 following the development of Tokaido in
Edo Shogunate. At the time of building Nagoya
Castle, they learned Shibori dyeing from Bungo
and then devised that in this area, and Arimatsu

and Narumi Shibori were inherited until today.

Japanese wooden construction is a type
of architectural structure in which
wood is used in the main parts to
ensure structural strength. This struc-
tural style uses thick pillars and
beams, with crossbeams passing through
each other and fastened with rafters
